 Albert  Einstein was a physicist, 
philosopher  and author who will be 
remembered as one of the most 
influential scientists and intellectuals 
of all time.  He received the Nobel 
Prize in Physics in 1921.  Einstein 
published more than 300 scientific  and 
over 150 non-scientific works.  He also 
wrote prolifically on various 
philosophical and political subjects.  
His great intelligence has made the 
word "Einstein" synonymous with 
genius. 

Surprisingly, Albert Einstein 
once said, ñI know quite 
certainly that I have no special 
talent.  Curiosity, obsession and 
dogged endurance have inspired all of 
my ideas.ò  He was saying, ñItôs not 
that Iôm a great intellect.  Itôs that I 
donôt give up easily.ò  Einstein 
obviously understated his intelligence 
and talent, but he did so to make a 
point that all of us can relate to:  For 
more than any other reason, he was 
successful because he was persistent. 

 
Few of us can match the intellect of 
Einstein, but much of the success we 
experience in life can often be 
attributed to this same principle.  We 
kept our eyes focused on the prize.  We 
refused to give up when we were 

tempted to quit.  As I reflect on my 
own life, the greatest failures I have 
experienced weren't so much the result 
of losing my moral compass; they were 
the result of quitting too soon.  

Solomon said long ago, ñFor though a 
righteous man falls seven times, he 
rises again.ò (Proverbs 24:16) 

Are you struggling with 
discouragement?  Are you thinking 

about giving up on something 
that is very important in your 
life?  If youôre struggling with 
failure - spiritually, 
financially or relationally ï 
reflect on the words of 

Solomon.  The difference between 
being wise or foolish ï being righteous 
and unrighteous - is often determined 
by our willingness to get up and try 
again. 

Have you fallen down?  Do you feel like 
throwing in the towel?  Remember the 
old saying:  ñIf a dream is worth one 
good try, it's worth a thousand.ò
